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The Apostle Paul wrote, ñI thank my God every time I remember you.  In all my prayers for all of you, I 

always pray with joy because of your partnership in the Gospel.ò   I praise God because of the many ways 

you offer support to our mission church God is at work using us to establish a mission outreach to 

northeast Collier County.   Our property has been purchased, a feasibility study completed, the conditional 

use permit granted, a site development permit is ready to be issued, a Building Contractor selected, an 

LCEF loan ready to be signed, and building permits are 95% approved.  By the grace of God, we have 

come a long way down the path of establishing our new mission church. 

 

The building program is only part of the story of God at work in our midst.  Developing an Early Learning 

Center is another part of His story.  God has given us many individuals who are hard at work laying the 

foundation for the Early Learning Center.   A leadership team has completed a set of by-laws, contacted 

numerous county agencies regarding ELC regulations, visited existing ELCôs in the state, and accumulated 

numerous helpful resources for the Board of Directors of our Center.   A Board of Directors has been 

established and has been meeting throughout the summer.  The board is focusing on developing a policy 

manual, interviewing and hiring a director and reviewing the financial spreadsheets.  The target date for 

opening the center is May 2011.  We thank God for the individuals that have accepted the challenge of 

being on the board.  The board consists of seven members: five from our congregation and two from our 

Lutheran community.  (Mr. Bob Ziegler ï Principle of St. Michael Lutheran School in Ft. Myers and Rev. 

Robert Scudieri - Field Strategist, Florida and Georgia Open Arms partners.) 

 

Three subcommittees have been established to look into furnishing the new ministry complex.  A 

subcommittee is looking into equipping the new worship center, offices, workroom, and lobby.  A second 

subcommittee is focusing on the development of a kitchen to supply the needs of the churchôs ministry and 

the ELC.  Finally, the third committee is focusing their attention on the equipping of the Early Learning 

Center.  This is a large undertaking.  I thank God for the dedication and commitment of these 

subcommittee members. 

 

Finally, I thank God for raising up individuals in our congregation who are taking the lead in the 

continuing challenge of raising the funds to complete this joint mission outreach.  We are beginning the 

planning of the second phase of a capital fundraising campaign; we are busy writing and exploring grant 

opportunities; and we are developing a strategy to carry our story to our partners in mission.   

 

Being involved in mission work is a very exciting and challenging opportunity to serve our living Savior.  

Without His leading and guidance a mission undertaking of this magnitude could never be accomplished.  

We thank God for His divine guidance in the past, in the present and continue to look to Him for guidance 

in the future.   Join me in praying that the Lord continue to open doors no man can shut and to close doors 

that no man can open.   Thank you for your partnership in the Gospel.
